Standing Rules

1. Each delegate shall be seated and shall remain seated throughout the voting with her own club’s delegation.

2. Only delegates may vote.

3. Each delegate must be certified to the Chair of the Credentials Committee.

4. Prior to the opening of the business session, each delegation must elect one of its own members as chair, to act as spokesperson for the delegation.

5. The use of the unit rule or the practice of instructing delegations shall not be permitted.

6. At the initial roll call of the clubs, when the individual club name is given, the chair of the delegation shall rise and give (1) her name, (2) the name of the club, (3) the number of registered delegates present.

7. Voting on all matters, other than selection of officers, shall be done by voice vote of the delegates.  However, a roll call may be demanded if sustained by a majority of the delegates.

8. In all roll call votes, the Secretary will call the roll and report the vote to the Presiding Officer.

9. Delegates must be recognized by the Chair before speaking and when recognized, state their name and county.

10. No Delegate may speak twice on the same question until delegates who have not spoken and who desire to do so, have had the opportunity to address the assembly.

No Delegate may speak longer than two (2) minutes without permission of the assembly.

Delegates must wear name badges at business session.
